Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) is a federally required measure. Every school and district must meet AYP goals that are
set for Reading and Mathematics Proficiency and Participation, Attendance Rate, and Graduation Rate. These goals are
applied to ten student groups: All Students; Economically Disadvantaged Students; Asian/Pacific Islander Students;
Black, non-Hispanic Students; American Indian/Alaskan Native Students; Hispanic Students; Multi-Racial Students;
White, non-Hispanic Students; Students with Disabilities (IEP); and Students with Limited English Proficiency (LEP). If any
